Make way for manatees 

heading for warmer water 

  
November is Manatee Awareness Month, 

and for good reason. Florida manatees are on the 

move, seeking warm-water sites to spend the winter. 

That means boaters must be cautious and watch for 

Florida's official marine mammal and for changing 

speed zones on waterways.  

 

Manatees generally start traveling to warm 

water when the air temperature drops below 50 

degrees or when the water temperature dips to 68 

degrees. The Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation 

Commission (FWC) changes seasonal speed zone 

signs in mid-November on many waterways to 

accommodate manatee migration. 

 

Boaters should scan the water near or in 

front of the boat, looking for swirls resembling a large 

footprint, a repetitive line of half-moon swirls, a mud 

trail, or a snout or fluke (tail) breaking the water’s 

surface. Kipp Frohlich, leader of the FWC’s Imperiled 

Species Management Section, said boaters can help 

manatees have a safe migration by staying in marked 

channels; wearing polarized sunglasses to improve 

vision; obeying posted boat-speed zones; using poles, 

paddles or trolling motors when in close proximity to 

manatees; and having someone help scan the water 

when under way.  

 

―If you think you see a manatee, give it 

plenty of room because it may not be alone,‖ Frohlich 

said. ―It may have a calf or be traveling with other 

manatees.‖  

 

Besides slowing down and following the 

FWC’s recommendations, residents can help manatees 

survive by purchasing the manatee specialty license 

plate. The funds collected from sales of these plates go 

directly into manatee research and conservation.

FWC warns against dangers of cold 

water 

  
The Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation 

Commission (FWC) cautions boaters and other 

outdoor recreationists to be aware of the dangers of 

falling into cold water during the fall, winter and early 

spring months. Cold-water immersion initially shocks 

the body, then causes the victim to lose motor skills 

and will eventually lead to hypothermia. 

 

Cold-water immersion is life-threatening, 

especially when it is sudden. 

 

―Many people would not expect cold water 

to be an issue in Florida,‖ said Capt. Carol Keyser, 

FWC’s Boating and Waterways Section. ―However, 

the effects of cold water, particularly when they occur 

rapidly, can become an issue even if the water 

temperature is in the 60-degree range.‖ 

 

Most people would assume hypothermia is 

the greatest risk in cold water.  However, the effects of 

cold-water immersion often lead to death by drowning 

before the effects of hypothermia take hold.  

  

Sudden immersion into cold water can cause 

cardiac arrest, even for those in good health. The 

shock of cold water also can cause one to gasp, inhale 

water and drown. Once in cold water, victims quickly 

lose muscle coordination and the ability to swim or 

tread water. Water at 59 degrees Fahrenheit or less 

can rapidly cause these effects. 

 

―If cold-water immersion occurs, get out of 

the water as soon as possible,‖ Keyser said. ―If it is 

not possible to get out of the water, do not swim if you 

don’t have to, because this will speed up the loss of 

body heat.‖  

 

According to the International Life Saving 

Federation (www.ilsf.org/), cold water removes heat 

from the body 25 times faster than cold air. Having a 

life jacket on when in the water reduces the need to 

swim or move as much, which in turn, reduces the loss 

of body heat. It also helps insulate the body, keeping

in warmth. If a victim should have a heart attack, a life 

jacket will keep the victim afloat and will prevent the 

victim from swallowing water.   

  

―Should you fall into the water, you will 

survive longer if you’re wearing a life jacket, whether 

the water is cold or not,‖ Keyser said. ―It is extremely 

important, and possibly a matter of life and death, to 

wear a life jacket at all times while on the water. 

Protection against the cold is just one more good 

reason to wear one.‖  

 

Though the effects of rapid cold-water 

immersion are more immediately life-threatening, 

hypothermia will occur eventually if a victim remains 

in the cold. Hypothermia can occur in water or on 

land. 

 

Hypothermia exists when the body loses 

heat faster than it can replenish it, which can result in 

death. Symptoms of hypothermia include paleness of 

the skin and slow, shallow and erratic breathing. 

Victims should seek medical attention if exposed to 

the cold for a prolonged period of time. 

 

To prevent hypothermia, in addition to 

moving as little as possible, huddle if there is more 

than one person in the water or if together on land. 

Ironically, if hypothermic, an individual may feel 

inclined to remove clothing; however, it is important 

to keep clothes on for warmth. If floating in a life 

jacket, fold arms and legs to contain the body’s 

warmth. Concentrate on normal breathing to avoid 

hyperventilation, which can lead to unconsciousness. 

 

―Preparation is the key to having a positive 

outdoor experience,‖ Keyser said. ―If the weather is 

inclement, postpone your activity. When going outside 

in cold weather, dress appropriately, and when 

boating, always wear a life jacket.‖

FWC reminds Floridians that balloon 

releases take a toll on wildlife 
  

                With holiday celebrations and bowl games 

coming up, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation 

Commission (FWC) is reminding event organizers and 

other Floridians that a little-known-law prohibits 

releasing more than nine lighter-than-air balloons 

within 24 hours. 

 

            Wildlife, especially sea turtles, mistake 

balloons for food, and strings attached to balloons can 

entangle birds and other animals. 

 

            The release into the atmosphere of large 

numbers of balloons inflated with lighter-than-air 

gases poses a danger and nuisance to the environment, 

particularly to wildlife and marine animals, according 

to Florida Statute 379.233. The law provides for a 

$250 fine for violations. 

  

           The only exceptions are for scientific or 

meteorological balloons released by a governmental 

agency or under a governmental contract, hot air 

balloons that are recovered after launching, and 

balloons released indoors. The law also allows for the 

release of balloons that are biodegradable or 

photodegradable under FWC rules, but no balloon 

material qualifies under FWC rules so far.

Snook seasons close in December 

  

There are two snook harvest season closures 

coming up in December.  The first snook closure starts 

on Dec. 1 in all of Florida’s Gulf of Mexico, 

Everglades National Park and Monroe County coastal 

and inland waters.  The harvest season for snook will 

remain closed until March 1 in these areas. 

 

All other Florida waters will close to the 

harvest of snook beginning on Dec. 15.  This includes 

all Atlantic coastal and inland waters, including Lake 

Okeechobee and the Kissimmee River.  The harvest 

season for snook will remain closed until Feb. 1 in 

these areas.

FWC suggests life-saving holiday gift for boaters 
 

Have you been wandering the shopping mall trying to find the perfect gift for the holidays? If your loved 

one is a boater, the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission (FWC) has a suggestion. A new, 

comfortable life jacket could be the best gift you could ever give, and your loved one ever to receive. 

 

The FWC investigates boating accidents that result in drowning deaths, which may have been prevented 

had the victim been wearing a life jacket. The FWC recommends boaters wear life jackets all the time while on the 

water. 

 

―A lot of people don’t wear life jackets because they feel they’re uncomfortable,‖ said Lt. Ed Cates, the 

FWC’s assistant boating safety coordinator. ―However, with the newer models that are belt packs or suspenders, you 

hardly know you have one on. Replacing an old, bulky life jacket with a newer model would make a great gift.‖ 

 

Belt pack and suspender life jackets are inflatable. Some inflate automatically when a person falls into the 

water, while others inflate after the wearer pulls a cord. Prices of the belt pack and suspender life jackets start at 

around $60. 

 

―People don’t expect their boat to sink, to be involved in a boating accident or that they will fall overboard, 

but it happens, so wearing a life jacket all the time makes sense.‖ Cates said. ―Even for good swimmers, if you’re 

wearing a life jacket, your chances of survival are greatly enhanced.‖ 

 

Last year, there were 54 boating fatalities. Of those deaths, 38 were due to drowning. 

 

―The gift of a life jacket may be a gift of life,‖ Cates said. ―The giver and receiver would like that gift best 

of all.‖
